Things to consider:

1.
The students must be chaperoned by an advisor or responsible adult approved by your school and be present back stage during performances.

2.
Students MUST PERFORM IN OFFICAL FFA DRESS unless the act requires another costume. Exceptions must be approved by staff or Talent Coordinator.

3.
Please do not submit acts that require stage props, scenery, etc.

4.
Remember, the auditorium is large. Acts such as magicians, ventriloquists and pantomimes are not really suited for the big stage. 

5.
If the talent act requires expensive instruments or sound systems, have the equipment insured.

Where the talent act could be asked to perform:

•
On the stage of the convention hall during the sessions (advisor or responsible adult approved by the school must be present back stage)

•
Convention meal functions

•
Acts will be selected on the basis of quality, variety, stage presence, spirit and suitability to the FFA Theme.

Students participating in State FFA Talent are responsible for:

•
All expenses incurred in travel, lodging and meals

•
Convention registration fees

•
Cassette tape or CD players—Each participant requiring back-up tapes must bring their own cassette tape/CD player to use at various small area performances.


National Talent program is NOT responsible for hotel accommodations.  Each individual or group is responsible for own lodging.
